OHA Dog Recommendations  DRAFT
Dog Owners:   Please

Be aware of your dog’s location, and be available to leash or constrain your dog.  Both members and farriers have complained about loose dogs with no owner immediately available.

 If you tie your dog, be sure it is in some place where there can be no dog/horse interference (with horse walking along El Toyonal, being saddled at tie rack, etc.)  Dogs should only be tied at the picnic table near the Red Barn if they cannot interfere with horses at the tie rail.
Don’t leave your dog in any OHA building. 
Don’t leave your dog in a car on El Toyonal if it will bark and scare people.  

If your dog barks a lot, consider an anti-bark collar.

Don’t allow your dog to chase horses.

If someone asks you to leash/constrain your dog, please do so immediately.  And be sure to check with that person in future pasture visits if your dog should be leashed/constrained.  If the Board has asked you to constrain your dog, check with the Board.

Clean up all visible dog poop on El Toyonal and saddling areas.

If you are tying or constraining your dog, be sure it has adequate shade, water, ventilation, etc.  

 If you are told that your dog barks incessantly or excessively (more than 15 minutes or so) when left, find another way to leave your dog or consider an anti-bark collar.  Remember that an owner fetching a horse from the Pond Pasture may need more than 15 minutes.

If you are told that your dog barks incessantly or excessively (more than 15 minutes or so) when left, either don't leave your dog alone tied or in a car, or ask someone to watch your dog while you are gone, or consider an anti-bark collar.  Remember that an owner fetching a horse from any pasture may need more than 15 minutes
Loose dogs can be a problem for drivers, especially those coming around blind curves.  Keep your dog safe from cars.  Consider warning signs if your dogs are loose.

OHA Members:

If you have a problem with any member and their dog(s), talk to that person first before reporting a problem to  the OHA Board (see Culture of Cooperation).   
Please let dog owners know when dogs are a problem.  Some of us may not know if our dog barks when it is left, or if it causes other problems

Drive Carefully!  Watch for dogs, kids, people, horses.  Speed limit 10 MPH.

You should feel free to ask anyone to leash/constrain their dog.  

Dogs are welcome at OHA if they comply with guidelines and rules.
