III: Horse Emergency Information: 

This information is being collected if a member’s horse is found injured on the pasture and the normal contacts don’t work. This is information should not be used for things such as contacting someone to feed a horse, or turn a horse out etc….

· Don’t call me unless my horse is missing a leg (An exaggeration obviously – but you don’t want to be bothered unless it is truly something serious)

· Call me only if he is collicing or bleeding (i.e. When in doubt error on the side of leaving him be)

· Call me if there is a real serious injury but let the smaller stuff go

· Call me even for minor injuries

· Call me if you have the slightest worry

· Call me if my horse is missing a shoe or something seems even slightly off

· I’d rather you call for everything /anything just to be safe and I will be happy you did
